All coaches (Head and Assistants) participating in MLA sanctioned programs (Red River Lacrosse Association, Thompson Lacrosse, High School Field Lacrosse, Provincial Box and Field programs) must be registered members of the MLA..  Coaches who are not certified at their required minimum standard and who are not paid MLA members are not eligible to be on the bench.
